Therule of fastingallows for one full meal a day, Wit
smaller amounts of food for the other meals, and no
food outside meal times. Catholics from ages B®
are required to fast. In fasting, we join the hungry of
the world.

The rule of abstinenceconcerns a restriction from
meat and applies to Catholi¢eom age 14 and older.
The Fridays during Lent are days of abstinence. In
abstaining from certain foods, we seek a life that
shares the good things of the earth with others.
