The future requires stronger
interdependence and collaboration.

Other Dioceses, most notably Memphis, Charlotte and St. Augustine, have established
interdependent groupings of schools in order to preserve their schools. fiBeacons of Hopeo

Schools will take the key factors for success in these initiatives and adapt them to the Diocese of
Birmingham. The following elements and provisions will be part of the fiBeacons of Hoped

implementation:

1. The establishment of a 501c (3) tax exempt corporation that creates a unified system of

schools.

2. The centralization of school administration managed by the Diocesan School Office. This
would include budgeting, accounting, financial reporting, purchasing of books, supplies
and services; tuition collection, maintenance (exclusive of replacement of capital items;

e.g. roof and HVAC units) and the reconfiguration or consolidation of schools if

necessary. The centralization of these functions will relieve the individual schools of
these responsibilities. It will also eliminate some non-instructional positions in some of

the schools.
3. Standardization of teacher salaries, tuition, fees

4. The establishment of a scholarship fund that awards financial assistance based on family
need as determined by an objective review and application of a formula similar to that

used in governmental programs.

In order to accomplish the above, the Diocese will contribute $730,000 in the 2010/2011 school
year and $530,000 in 2011/2012 and following years. This amount will be supplemented by the
continuation of parish contributions and local fund raisers. These contributions and funds raised
will be earmarked for the respective schools. There will also be Diocesan coordinated school
marketing, recruiting and fund raising to ensure the long term continuation of fiBeacons of
Hopeo Schools in the future.
