This letter is being written to inform you that after prayerful consideration, I am resigning my position as 
Principal at Saint Aloysius Catholic School effective Friday, September 3, 2010.  I am appreciative and thankful 
for the amazing two years I have had and all we have accomplished.  Under my leadership and guidance from 
Father Patrick Cullen, we achieved accreditation from the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools (SACS) 
and the Council on Accreditation and School Improvement (CASI) through AdvancED accreditation standards.  

There has been a significant, positive 
increase in outreach through the local newspapers, the One Voice and the new school website.  The Mr. William 
*Ȣ +ÅÌÓÏ 3ÃÈÏÌÁÒÓÈÉÐȟ ÔÈÅ "ÅÌÌ 4ÅÁÃÈÉÎÇ !×ÁÒÄ ÁÎÄ ÔÈÅ 0ÒÉÎÃÉÐÁÌȭÓ $ÉÓÃÒÅÔÉÏÎÁÒÙ &ÕÎÄ ×ÅÒÅ established.  
Additionally, we increased our use of technology; all teachers can be reached by email and are using 
technology equipment in the classroom. 
 
Curriculum wise, we developed the middle school program into three core subject teachers and a schedule 
where the students are changing classes.  We created the 3K preschool classroom and developed the 4K 
curriculum.  We established the Accelerated Reading program through the internet, giving our students access 
to over 1 million book tests.  With your help, we overhauled our library updating it to include over 500 new 
books.  We are safer with all teachers having access to walkie talkies, emergency bags and a monthly practice 
of emergency procedures.   Spiritually, the students participate in the daily reading of the Gospels, religious 
classes, bulletin board displays, weekly Mass, lecturing, singing, acolytes and prayer.  The children who attend 
Saint Aloysius Catholic School are safe, are learning and are spiritual. 
 
So many of the improvements made in and around our school could not have happened without the 
unconditional support of Father Patrick Cullen, the 3ÁÉÎÔ !ÌÏÙÓÉÕÓ -ÅÎȭÓ 3ÏÃÉÅÔÙ ÁÎÄ ÔÈÅ +ÎÉÇÈÔÓ ÏÆ #ÏÌÕÍÂÕÓȢ  
They helped us build the walkway from the school to the church and installed carpet with funding from the 
Knights of Columbus.  They painted, fixed, sprayed, shoveled, hauled, built, and sweated for our school 
children.  The faculty and staff have labored late into the day and on weekends which has not gone unnoticed.  I 
do know all the extra miles they walk and are so very thankful to them.  There are many parents/guardians 
who have given numerous volunteer hours to assist at fundraisers, with athletics, and work in and around the 
school.  There are far too many to name, but I could not have done my job without your support.  The first year, 
we lit up the parking lot, and through you, the light continues to shine on the Saint Aloysius Stars.
